A ldea Purge Phase

I for 2 min, write down In rapid succession
as many ideas as possible in point form
(column 1)

I-take 2 min break

I- continue for 30 more seconds



Aldea Trigger Phase

I go around circle, reciting entries from
column 1 (donot repeat
mentioned); add any new ideas you think
of in column 2

I go around circle again reading from
column 2; add new ideas in column 3
